What are ADA outlet height requirements?

ADA outlet height requirements are strict. They mandate a minimum height of 15 inchesfrom the floor to the

operable part (lowest slot) of a receptacle. For switches,the maximum height is 48 inches to the operable part

of the control. This ensures accessibility for individuals in wheelchairs.

 

How high should a receptacle box be?

In your case,you want the box up off the ground at least 18 inchesand where you can easily see and reach it. In

my case here in VA,I place my outdoor in-use boxes,including welding receptacles,disconnects (as well as

other utilities - air,etc) about waist height so I don't have to bend down so much.

 

How tall should a garage receptacle box be?

Min of 18-inchto bottom of receptacle box is trade practice for garages iaw NEC. The application will dictate

whose code you will use,ie. ADA,health facilities,etc. Flooding,snow,and application will drive where you put

box. In your case,you want the box up off the ground at least 18 inches and where you can easily see and reach

it.
